II. Approval of Minutes: Minutes for October 28, 2014; Mr. Ronald McInnis made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Ms. Janet Johnson; the motion carried 4 to 0.

IV. Consideration:

V#15-02	Captain D’s Restaurant is seeking a variance from the strict interpretation of the City of Georgetown Zoning Ordinance; Article XIII (Overlay District).

	Matt Millwood/City Staff told the Board that Captain D’s Restaurant is looking to come to Georgetown, the specific location has not been finalized. Captain D’s cooperate design has some elements outside the requirements as listed in the Overlay Design Guidelines. The proposed variance will be for the roof (Section 1305.7/Elevations), (Mr. Mitchell/Board Chair pointed out that the proposed location is in the same vicinity as the AT&T and Verizon stores that have previously been approved for parapet roofs), building materials and exterior color (Section 1305.10); the applicants are asking to place EIFS on the exterior of the building. The color request is at least 5 colors, and the ordinance allows for 3 colors. In conclusion the request before the Board tonight is:
1. A parapet roof rather than the 6/12 pitch roof
2. The use of EIFS siding (synthetic stucco material) 
3. The color palette to be extended to more than 3 colors
Mr. Mitchell/Board Chair asked Staff if the entire building will be EIFS, Matt said the yes except for the entrance, which appears to be a wood material.

Mr. Jeff Tanner/ Anchor Consultants Engineers, told the Board that this business will be a significant benefit to the Georgetown economy; bringing up to 50 or 60 jobs to the area. Mr. Tanner said the EIFS will be over the entire building and the front portal could perhaps be revisited to use a different material. The parapet roof is the brand that Captain D’s cooperate offices use, and it will house the HVAC equipment and exhaust system. The requested color scheme is also a part of the cooperate branding. (Mr. Tanner was told by Staff that the use of neon lighting will not be allowed unless they receive a variance by the Board of Zoning & Appeals).
Mr. Mitchell asked if there was any other material that can be use instead of the EIFS, Mr. Tanner replied that there is an option of a brick façade that may be used. He was also asked about a compromise with the colors being reduced to no more than 3 colors, this would not include white and black. Mr. Tanner said he could take this information back to cooperate and see if they can comply with the guidelines. Mr. Tanner asked if cooperate agreed to the request will he need to come back before the Board, Mr. Mitchell said if they come within the guidelines Staff would be able to sign off and there would not be a need for another meeting. 

Mr. Robert Brooks/Co-owner told the Board that they are agreeable with the use of brick on the exterior of the building and are excited about coming to the area. 

Motion:
Mr. Ronald McInnis made a motion to allow the use of a parapet roof instead of the 6/12 pitch roof, the use of brick instead of the EIFS, and the color palette should be no more than 3 colors, seconded by Ms. Sharon Jones, the motion carried 4 to 0.

Mr. Mitchell made a motion to allow Staff to move forward if the applicant uses an approved exterior material and stay within the guidelines of the amount of allowed colors, seconded by Mr. McInnis, the motion carried 4 to 0.

V. Adjournment: With there being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
